If an elderly voter or [disabled] voter with a disability is reassigned to a new polling place under Election Law Article, §10-102, Annotated Code of Maryland, the voter's spouse or helper, if registered to vote in the same county, is entitled to be reassigned to the same new polling place if the voter’s new polling place has the same ballot style as the polling place originally assigned to the spouse or helper.

Chapter 04 Storage Facilities

A. [Facilities Managed by Vendor.  Except as provided in this chapter, every storage facility that is managed by the vendor of the voting equipment being stored shall be:

(2) Climate-controlled to meet the manufacturer's environmental standards for storage of the equipment; and 

(3) Supplied with telecommunication services whenever a local board member, staff member, or contractor is at the facility. 

B. Other Facilities.  Except as provided in this chapter, all] All [other] storage facilities shall be: 

(1) Under the direct and sole control of the local board; 

(2) Secure from access by unauthorized persons; 

(3) In reasonably close proximity to the local board office;
